Marsha Klimetzopened the meeting.

Tina West, Treasurer, reported that DDA has paid all insurance premiums ($708) and has $9,457 in the
checking account. Note: DDA also has a $10,000 CD.

Sara Matz, Awards Committee Chairman, reported that we need to order 2010 ribbonsdaawards for the
Memphis in May and Blues City shows, and for the first two schooling shows of 2010. The committee was
given permission to go ahead and place an order, and will look for glasses or plates to be engraved for
champion awards.

A general diswission was held regarding the DDA Awards program. It was the consensus of those attending
that only DDA show scores be used to calculate Year End award scores to help boost attendance at DDA
shows. Kathy Massey volunteered to collect scores from the DBBAows during the year so that members

It was also discussed that members needed at least 4 scores to qualify for
the awards, and those scores should be from a minimum of 2 DDA shows, and each rider must have 8 hours of
some kind of volunteer work for the club. It was decided that a new program will be put together and voted
